In addition, O'Brien writes all of his material.  “Each mystery has a different theme,” he notes, which is plain from titles such as I’LL BE HOMICIDAL FOR CHRISTMAS,  A STREETCAR NAMED EXPIRE and MY BIG FAT GREEK MURDER.

O’Brien and his actresses are on the road year round, and have even performed at military bases as far away as Korea and Australia.  Kevin began his career by winning national first prize in NPR’s Young People’s Radio Festival.  His movie, KEVIN O’BRIEN’S GUIDE TO AMERICA’S HEARTLAND, VOLUME SEVEN and his CD, MERRY CHRISTMAS, SUCKERS, are available from Upstage Productions.  In addition, Kevin has performed at the Governor’s Mansion in Missouri, and for HBO in New York.
